Your poster should
include:
« Name of your superhero
« Superpowers (think about powers that prevent knife crime and keep people
safe)
o Costume design (draw your superhero!)
« Motto or tagline (a short message about preventing knife crime or how your
superhero helps stop knife crime)

Prompts to Help You Think

How does your superhero help stop knife crime?

Why do some people carry knives? What problems can this cause?

How could your superhero help someone choose not to carry a knife?
What makes someone a hero in real life when it comes to keeping people
safe?

e How can your superhero help people feel safe and make good choices?
« If you or a friend feel unsafe, who are the safe adults you can turn to?

« Focus on solutions and safety, not fear.

Poster Guidelines

o Keep it positive and creative.

o Age-appropriate language

« You can show a knife symbolically (e.g., crossed out or locked away) to show
prevention, but no blood, violence, or scary images.
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o Use positive symbols, like shields, hearts, light beams.
e Focus on safety and solutions, not fear.
